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Many theories beyond the Standard Model predict new phenomena accessible by the Large
Hadron Collider (LHC). So far, no evidence for new physics has been seen but the LHC has
collected only a small fraction of the total expected pp collision dataset. Aspects of the ATLAS
& CMS Exotics search program will be discussed in terms of the current status and the
prospects in the near future.
